· By 6/2009, post a copy of information about the changes to the SILC website.
· Goal 2/Objective 1: Develop and Strengthen the Independent Living Network by via an Olmstead education campaign and establish a timeline of 9/30/2010.

· Recommend to narrow the self-advocacy grants focus to get more Olmstead related projects.  

· Note 10 year anniversary of the Olmstead decision in 2009. 

· Influence the legal agencies, DRA, DREDF and PAI(?) to create brief bullet statements on Olmstead for local press releases leading up to the 10th anniversary.  

· Write more concrete Olmstead objectives in next SPIL.

· Goal 5/Objective 1: Explore the possibility of and develop partnerships with - Native American Tribes or Tribal representatives to help establish a Native American Independent Living Center. No timeline was set.
