· Public Comment – none
During the meeting, Dr. Sue encouraged members to speak up if they had questions or concerns.  She described one of her philosophies as “Silence is Consent.”
Dr. Sue also stated that member Teddie-Joy Remhild could not be present but requested support for AB 851.  Liz noted the SILC has sent two letters of support, and AB 851 already has the GAPS task force providing organized support.
· Committee mission, goals & objectives
Dr. Sue asked about members’ ideas regarding the Committee’s mission, goals, and objectives.  Liz reviewed the State Plan for Independent Living and the pending objectives on it that coincide with Communication and Collaboration.  Liz is most concerned about the postponed outreach goal regarding the Diversity Leadership Institute run by CFILC.  She feels like our current plans and activities are inadequate to meet the outreach outcomes in our commitment.  She also let the committee know that the SILC has two educational papers in process, the Housing Hearing results with the California Commission on Aging and the Medi-Cal reform paper.

Members talked about how well they thought the conversation at the quarterly meeting captured their goals for the committee.  They asked to have the notes from the committee meeting in May sent out to the group.

· SILC Staff to email the Committee notes from the May Statewide meeting.

Boomer stated that he felt that secondary education for youth with disabilities was critical and he wanted to see this committee insert a statement about that into their mission statement and also into their goals and objectives.

The Committee developed a draft mission statement, “Provide guidance to the SILC on effective communications and relevant collaboration.”
Approved motion that we will accept David’s proposed mission statement, with potential refinement in future as needed.  To avoid a “serial meeting” all members are to send their feedback regarding the mission statement to Dr. Sue.  She will then give all the information to Cherie who will synthesize it into some final versions everyone can vote on.

· Cherie to synthesize committee members’ feedback about the draft mission statement.
Dr. Sue, David, and Liz all emphasized a desire to work on the existing goals from the current SPIL.  Every Council member received a narrative description of all the SPIL goals and their current status at the May meeting.  Dr. Sue is going to review these and identify key ones that she feels are related to this committee.  She said she would summarize that for the committee members.
· Dr. Sue to prepare a summary of SPIL goals and objectives that are in alignment with this committee.
Susan expressed concern that this committee would duplicate work of another committee.  

· David to ensure all committees report their work at the Executive Committee meeting so that committee chairs know about work in progress and can avoid potential overlap.
Cherie proposed that smaller groups within the committee could summarize the SPIL.  Liz described how the Governance Committee is breaking out their work into four priorities with point people leading subcommittees that are developing tasks within each area to achieve their goals.
