Planning the process to allocate carry-forward funds:

· Executive Committee to recommend some allocations for short-term and 2009 needs which full Council will vote on at May statewide meeting.
· SILC Operations have increased cost because of move to larger office and increased travel costs with new members.
· Recommend approving DOR operations budget increase of $100K through the end of the SPIL in 2010.
· Recommend approving SILC operations budget increase of $24K through the end of the SPIL in 2010.
· Recommend increase Transition fund support to $163K through July, 2008.
· Have the full SILC discuss the parameters of the Transition grant including collecting stats, the terms of the program, and possibly more stringent restrictions.
