· Joe noted that despite the state currently developing guidelines for reimbursement for emergency crises, this is very complex issue that merits closer examination by the SILC.
ACTION ITEM: Marco will present this issue to the SILC during his committee report at the December 2-3 SILC meeting.  He will inquire whether the SILC wants to be positioned as an emergency response agency
