a)  Recommendations from Executive Committee


Executive Committee recommended

1. Approve current projected increase in the DOR Operations budget for the remainder of the SPIL (FY 2009 & 2010)
· DOR plans to charge 30% of SSM II to AT Grant and so budget needs are more modest:  $28,000 per year.
2. Approve current projected increase in the SILC Operations budget for the remainder of the SPIL (FY 2009 & 2010)
· Liz estimates a $24,000 increase per year for raised rent, more SILC members.
3. Increase the Transition Grant fund by $63,000 through the end of July 2008.

4. Limit allocation of carry-forward funds for 2008-2010 to the goals and objectives already described in the State Plan to honor the testimony and needs assessment collected and completed.
