Review Letter to Governor on Budget

· Liz reviewed informal and formal feedback received from the Letter to the Governor.
· Informal feedback noted there was no control over the decrease in sales tax revenue and its impact on the Mental Health Services Act.
· There is a legitimate concern about the Governor’s plan to supplant existing Mental Health funds.

· Letter from Secretary Belshé noting broader impact of funding cuts. These cuts seem to be the best compromise for IHSS and Lanterman Act services.
· This does not address issues around decreased Federal matching funds.

· Action: Wait until after the May Revise and regroup
Revise Policy Statement:  Transportation

Transportation Policy (David Wilder – lead)
Proposed changes to the policy draft that would require local licensing agencies to enforce that public and private transportation services have at least one available accessible vehicle for wheelchair users.  Liz to email David revisions suggested by the group.
Review public feedback on approved policy statements for employment, health systems, and IL Services to Native Americans.

Additional recommendations and feedback from employment constituents will be noted and forwarded to Dr. Sue.  She will incorporate the feedback into a new version to be shared by April 19th.  It will be revisited by the committee at the next meeting on April 29.
Recommended changes on the policy by members of the Navajo Nation regarding IL Services to Native Americans are anticipated.

No feedback has been received on the Health Policy statement.

Plan for upcoming April 15 hearing on Accessible and Affordable Housing.

Teddie-Joy will be attending the Hearing and provide input at the next PID Committee meeting on April 29.  Testimony used from the hearing will be used to inform a housing policy to be written in the future.
Assign tasks

Staff will send out the revised draft of the Transportation Policy to David Wilder for revisions and then to the Committee for review.
Liz will solicit input from CFILC regarding their transportation policy.

David Wilder will request statistics from the Governor’s Committee on Employment of People with Disabilities regarding state employees and also disability navigator services.

Teddie-Joy will work on a policy statement for Home and Community Based Services, to be presented in September.

Liz will work on a policy statement regarding Housing to be presented in September.  She will solicit information from CFILC on this subject also.
Kevin will work with Teddie-Joy and Liz on both policy statements.
