· Jo expressed concern regarding email solicitation for interest in running for SILC positions.

Budgetary Issues

· Liz reviewed the budget noting that operational expenses

· DOR authorized SILC to spend more than the Governor had authorized in the budget.
· Transition Funding exceeded original estimate for encumbrance. Liz noted that Tony Sauer expressed discontent with over-expenditure of the 7B funds. Tracking of the funds by the Independent Living Unit will need closer monitoring by the SILC.

· We had to wait until Feb 2008 to know what our carry-forward amount was from DOR

· Feb too late for Gov’s office and amendment required

· Out of state travel had additional unexpected expense due in part to Executive Director interviews and Interim Director position

· Training also not reflecting training for ILRU

· Numerous items miscategorized

· Will end the year with all funds expended

· David noted that on page 9 of the text version header, “Access” is listed twice.
· Document is missing the SILC Mission Statement prominently displayed on the first page of the document.

· Eddie requested that his name listed as “Eduardo” be replaced with “S. Eddie Rea”

· Marco asked that the name of his committee be listed by his name.

· David complimented the quality of the report.

· David suggested Committee Chairs to schedule regular monthly meetings.

Questions

· Dr. Sue pointed out possible discriminatory behavior at the Department of Motor Vehicles’ (DMV) driver license testing unit. The issue arose after DMV staff requested special testing based on perception of an obvious physical disability. The Chair and committee members suggested that DMV engage in a discussion at a future SILC meeting to address disability awareness policy implementation and procedures, how DMV staff address people with obvious physical disabilities.
