2) Public Comment:

· There was no public comment.
3) Request for Funding from the First Lady’s Initiative on Employment of People with Developmental Disabilities (Liz Pazdral and Mark Hutchinson):
· The goal to increase employment opportunities for people with developmental disabilities.

· This is in-line with the Employment Advocacy Priority. 

· Proposed use of carry-over funds for toll-free numbers and response lines to provide information regarding employment resources for people with developmental disabilities.

· Requires coordinated efforts with businesses to be successful.

· Goal to hire 20-thousand people with developmental disabilities from the community.

· Will coordinate business access at State and Local level.

· Association of Regional Centers to serve as the statewide point of contact. November 13th planned event to reach out to businesses. Model employers who already hire people with developmental disabilities, the EDD, and the Chamber of Commerce -  will share best practices. 
· The EDD website component will also be featured.

· The Department of Developmental Services will report progress to the SILC during this 2-year initiative.

4) Follow-up on the impact of Executive Order S-09-08 on Independent Living Services in California:
· There is still no state budget and cash-flow problems continue.

· The Traumatic Brain Injury community requested an exemption that has not yet been approved.

· ILCs recently sent letters of support. 

5) Review and approve draft agenda for September 29-30 Quarterly Meeting:
· Liz raised the issue that we cannot reimburse travel per diem while there is no state budget.

· The Executive Committee approved the proposed agenda.

· The cut-off date to cancel the September Quarterly Meeting was set to September 19 if the budget is not passed by then.

6) Update from Communications and Collaboration Committee (CCC) including tasks chosen and schedule for meetings:
· The CCC Chair noted that her committee is making progress and that monthly meetings are scheduled for the second Friday of each month at 1:00 p.m.

7) Update from Governance Committee including tasks chosen and schedule for meetings:
· The Governance Committee Chair noted that the Monitoring and Recruitment sub-committee has met twice since May 2008 and monthly meetings are scheduled for the third Friday of the month at 10:00 a.m. 
· Louis Frick was elected to represent the Independent Living Centers on the SILC, replacing Jo Black.

· The Governance Committee is working with Staff on the accessible SPIL and letters to interested SILC applicants.

· Eddie Rea recommended the next SILC Quarterly meeting to take place in San Bernardino from December 2-3, 2008. Also recommended the CFILC joint meeting in February 2009 in San Jose.
