SILC Budget:
· Doing great with expenditures. However, the Governor issued an Executive Order on June 8, 2009 that nullifies any pending contracts (Regulations received on June 12, 2009). 
· DOR asking for exemption to guarantee money to pay SILC staff salaries, rent and phone bills, etc.
· The Executive Order was issued because the State does not have enough money to pay its bills.
· Department of Finance has approved the economic stimulus proposals. RFAs will most likely be issued in July

SILC Move:  
Construction is underway of the new office.
Questions: 
· Liz discussed stimulus fund distribution. There is political pressure from RSA to show effectiveness of Independent Living and to open new Independent Living Centers. California did not choose a location to open a new Independent Living Center and suggested distributing stimulus funds among the existing centers. There is a June 25, 2009 conference call with RSA is planned.
· A 5.3% Cost of Living Adjustment (“permanent money”) is expected for all Centers. There is also an additional $126 thousand (permanent money) that RSA is hopeful will be used to open a new Center. The funds are being held by RSA until we have a plan submitted in writing. Funds are expected to be distributed approximately three weeks after the plan is submitted to RSA. Disagreement among the Centers could further delay distribution of the funds. Discussion about the possibility of an existing ILC opening a branch office on Native American land is being explored.
