Call to Order/Welcome


David Wilder, Chair, State Independent Living Council (SILC)

Celia Esquivel, Chair California Commission on Aging (CCoA)

Introduction of Directors Daucher and Sauer

Opening Remarks: Myths & Commonalities

Lynn Daucher, Director, California Department of Aging

Lynn outlined the common problems of stereotyping of both the aging and disability communities, as well as the differences between both communities.  She discussed the advantage the ILCs have in their advocacy mandate, which is not shared by AAAs and described work with Tony Sauer on housing (livability, universal design, and aging in place).  She expressed a commitment to work with Tony Sauer on MAPPAC (transportation).  She also outlined the following: 
· Impact of Baby Boomers

· Currently, in California 14% over age of 60

· Would appreciate being enlightened on respectful language regarding disability

· Age discrimination

· Prop 63 (Mental Health) concerns regarding “agism”.

· Under-reported elder abuse concerns and lack of equal protections

· Lack of advocacy as a core mission is needed among the Aging Network

· Healthy aging, transportation 

· Encouraged the commitment for us to work together
Tony Sauer, Director, California Department of Rehabilitation

Tony emphasized the need for “person first” language within the community.  He discussed problems associated with the accessibility of rural housing. He was pleased to work with Lynn Daucher on Universal Design and hopes for a long-term commitment from both groups.  Tony emphasized the importance of accessible transportation. He noted that differences between the Aging and Disability communities cannot impede common issues and common goals. He added that ADRCs funded through Community Choices Grant program brought aging and disability communities together.  

SILC & CCoA Discussion: Reactions to Opening Remarks/Avenues for Partnership

· Eschaton Certified Home Standards – accessible standards for universally accessible home. Tours will be available in May or June 2008.

Public Comments 

There were no comments from the public.

Deciding next steps for Independent Living History Video (Tab 6) – 

Action Item  (Liz Pazdral, Executive Director)

· Video Steering Committee previously provided comments

· Additional comments suggested by SILC Members include:

· Concern about captioning under construction.
· Concern that there may not be enough room for audio description.
· Hope for an acceptable level of detailed description. 

· Very well done and appreciative of the efforts to get it done. 
· Recommends investing additional funds to make the video accessible.

· Excellent possibilities for use with Youth Leadership Forum

· Was accessibility built into the initial contract? If, so, then we should not have to pay additional funds to include audio description.

· Suggest removing the segments referring to “those people”.

· Suggest creating the highest level of accessibility and keep the video as a snapshot of our history.
· David Tripp is comfortable with using the historical edits of the video.
· This video is a “legacy”

· John Victory’s feedback:

· Spoke about his extensive experience with consulting on 30 video projects.
· This is a wonderful legacy-video!

· What’s missing is the power of today’s message and message for the future. This includes universal housing and accessible transportation.
· Sections 1-3 are powerful and can stand alone.

· Section 4 seems to be lacking.

· Believes that investing $10,000 into the video could be better spent on a future video.

· Jo Black suggested that Deaf Movement at Gallaudet should be added as part of the legacy within this video.

· Teddie-Joy feels like she missed many of the important details due to the lack of audio description.
· ACTION ITEM: Final consensus by the SILC Council:

· Kent Mickelson moved to take Sections 1-3 of the existing video and make these sections with quality accessibility modifications (especially audio description). 

· Cherie Phoenix seconded the motion

· Loretta amended the motion to include “quality of accessibility”
· All members voted “yes” to accept the motion. (Abstentions: Marco Rodriguez, Kevin Broadwater, Eddie Rea)

· ACTION ITEM: Next steps: Motion made by Boomer and seconded by Cherie Phoenix - to have the Executive Committee to make the final decision regarding the video. (Abstentions: Marco Rodriguez, Kevin Broadwater, Eddie Rea)

· ACTION ITEM: The motion was made by Christina Mills to use segment 4 of the video and start a new video project using diversity in disability culture and aging that captures the current and future of movement. Loretta Moore seconded the motion and the motion was accepted by unanimous vote without abstention.
Reports on Emergency Service Programs (Tab 9)

(Andy McKeller, American Red Cross and Cindy Daniels, FEMA)

Cindy Daniels: 

· About her position:

· Here because of Hurricane Katrina. Back under the FEMA umbrella.

· Post-Katrina Emergency Reform Act requires that a position be created for a National Disability Coordinator for Emergency Managers and Coordinators.

· Oversees national state plans to ensure people with disabilities are included in each state’s emergency plan.

· What FEMA provides:

· The media is not completely accurate of it’s depiction of FEMA.

· When states are overwhelmed by emergency, the Governor contacts the President to deploy to the emergency, along with 2 FEMA representatives. Upon declaration of emergency by the President, FEMA steps in and provides back-up and support.

· Cindy is a FEMA first-responder and coordinates support to Red Cross where Red Cross is deficient in emergency service.

· Provided interpreters, wheelchairs, white-canes, extra seats, durable medical equipment that went with the person, and alternative formats at disasters.

· Writes legislation. Mandatory that people with disabilities be on the advisory board.

· Pods with durable medical equipment and other important supplies being sent to shelters.

· Go-kits for assistive technology devices at shelters to benefit those with vision and hearing loss, cognitive, speech impairments, and mobility-related disabilities. Also, kits for support animals.

Andy McKeller:

· Local chapter since 1988.
· PWDs considered as part of the general population.
· Collaborate with County OES on a case-by-case basis.
· People with specific needs may consult with a Health Services Worker to address their individual needs.

· Do not track statistics for service to PWDs.
· Medically Fragile are defined by Red Cross are regarded as requiring special equipment or a caregiver.

· Not trained for sheltering people who require ventilator. In such cases, they work with County OES for specific medical needs.

· Shelters during an emergency may be the last building standing and may not be ADA compliant. However, the priority is to have an ADA compliant shelter.

· Care giving is not typically provided because of lack of training.

· Generally, sign language interpreters are not available. Service animals are to be allowed in the shelter. Pets are not allowed.

· The lack of knowledge regarding shelter accessibility compliance standards was an issue raised by the SILC. Mr. McKeller suggested informing Red Cross national headquarters in Washington DC.
· The SILC challenged increased involvement in the shelter planning process.

· The Red Cross does not track referrals to people with disabilities since such categories are not tracked. 

· Coordinated Assistance Network – monies for food and clothing. The network referral prevents duplication of services among other service provider agencies. 

· Vetting to Non-Profit Agencies – 501c3.
· Red Cross is affiliated with agencies that do provide services to people with disabilities. A roster is kept for future referrals (i.e., San Diego 211 system).

· Red Cross welcomes partnerships.

· Extended invitation to the disabled community to volunteer in an effort to improve services and awareness.
· Work with established groups to develop policies that focus on people with disabilities.
· Always welcome constructive partnerships to improve services to people with disabilities.

· The Red Cross needs help from the community to improve access and availability of services to people with disabilities.
· Issue was raised by Lee Nattress, Ph.D., that volunteers in the San Bernardino Chapter were not accepted by Red Cross because they lacked Red Cross Training.

· Mr. McKeller welcomed building a future partnership.

Legislative Update and Deputy Director’s Report (Tab 8) (Neal Albritton, Deputy Director)

· Legislative review: 

· 11 bills signed by the Governor.

· 27 bills failed or were vetoed

· 11 bills pending that focus on Employment, Healthcare, and Olmstead. These bills are two-year bills (must be out of Legislature by June 30).

· Enterprise Digital Accessibility Committee (EDAC)
· Neal presented a strategic plan to the EDAC for identifying a long-term remediation plan for accessibility.

· The plan received the blessings of Clark Kelso, former State CIO, during the EDAC meeting.
