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Purpose - The following criteria and relevant elements are established to guide the evaluation and selection of concepts to fund with stimulus funds received through VII-B dollars.

Criteria an relevant elements
1. The concept will have a Statewide impact.

2. The concept aligns with and addresses unmet goals and objectives of the State Plan for Independent Living (SPIL).

3. The concept does not duplicate an existing grant including technical assistance, self evaluation, community organizing, or any other VII-B grants.

4. The concept does not duplicate projected uses of other funding including stimulus VII-C funds.
5. The concept is achievable within the available funding and the required expenditure time lines 

6. The concept identifies how it will stimulate the economy.

7. The concept is soundly justified.

8. The concept has realistic, measureable outcomes to demonstrate success/stimulation effect. 

9. The concept satisfies Conditions and restrictions for use of funds.
