· Public Comment: There were no public comments. 
· Review and acceptance of Meeting minutes of November 14, 2008:

Marco moved to accept the minutes without change. Elsa seconded the motion. A roll-call vote was taken.

· Action Item: The November minutes were unanimously approved.

· SILC Subcommittee Update Reports:

· Internal Operations:

· Marco noted that the Internal Operations Committee plans to examine the SPIL goals recently forwarded by Liz and identify those that are appropriate for the committee to monitor.

· Marco added that his committee is working with Liz to address recent proposed changes to the office relocation terms. That is, rather than move to the Q Street location, staff would stay at the same building and relocate to the vacant office space across the hallway. This proposed option would allow savings in monthly rent. The current lease expires in June 2010.

· Bob has been addressing the topic of emerging issues and the possibility of utilizing foreclosed homes throughout California.

· The SILC is operating within budget. Approximately $6,000 remains in the out-of-state travel budget.

· Action Needed: Liz will draft a letter addressed to RSA on behalf of Teddie-Joy, thanking them and summarizing the outcomes of the 12/22 conference call. The letter will include an invitation for RSA to attend the February TBI Awareness Conference in Sacramento and will request their feedback on how the SILC can move forward on goals when funding is held up due to legislative stalemates regarding the on budget deadline. Also explore steps for RSA to collaborate with the Veterans Administration regarding services to veterans with disabilities.


· Governance Committee:

· Elsa reported on Eddie’s behalf, summarizing the changes made in the SPIL Goals and Activities monitoring tool. 

· Action Needed: Further review by the Governance Committee of the revised tool will be done in the month of January.

· Changes to the March 2009 joint-meeting with CFILC were noted. 

· Marco moved to change the May 2009 Quarterly Meeting to include a one-day meeting on May 26: then for SILC members to choose from a range of Capitol-related activities on their own time for May 27; and conclude with a half-day morning meeting on May 28th. Elsa seconded the motion. 

· Action Item: The May 2009 meeting time will change as moved. The Council will hold a one and a half day meeting on May 26 and May 28 – with Capitol Activities on May 27.

· Location and accessibility of meeting locations are being examined as possibly impacting Member attendance during two-day Quarterly Council Meetings.
